Students in 5th and 6th years study ENGLISH, MATHEMATICS and *IRISH. 
(*unless exempt from Irish by the Department of Education and Science – circular M10/94)
In addition to the above, students choose four other timetabled subjects:
1. Each student should ideally take at least one modern language. However, if a student finds languages particularly difficult he/she may sensibly opt not to take either French or German. There are a number of specific courses at 3rd level which do require a third language particularly in the National University of Ireland colleges (UCD, UCC, NUIG, Maynooth, RCSI) although this list is getting smaller.  Students with a diagnosed literacy SLD are exempt from this requirement.
2. Of the remaining three subjects, it would be advisable, but not in any sense essential to give consideration to selecting at least one science subject and one business subject.
